peaceful and effective strategies to revolutionize the American feminist movement.

The free film screening is part of the committee’s yearlong calendar of events and programming to
celebrate the 100" anniversary of the passage of the 19" Amendment to the U.S. Constitution, which

guaranteed women the right to vote.

Every ticket will include a soft drink and popcorn. Parking is available in front of and in the structure
adjacent to the theatre for a small fee.
