Fees

Petitioner: The person filing for an Extreme Risk Protection Order against a person.
Respondent: The person that the Complaint for an Extreme Risk Protection Order is

filed against.

Complaint: Document that officially starts the legal process to obtain an Extreme Risk

Protection Order.

There are no filing fees or other fees assessed for this process.

Non-Law Enforcement Petitioner Ex Parte Request (without hearing):
o Adult=EP
o Juvenile = EE

Non-Law Enforcement Petitioner (hearing requested):

ERPO Filing Instructions*

Step 1: Complete Appropriate Forms

Forms are available on the Court’s website, or you can obtain them from the Clerk’s Office. The
necessary forms to start an action are:

o Complaint for Extreme Risk Protection Order
o Adult Respondent use CC452 or Minor Respondent use CC452M
o Complete all necessary information on the form including the demographic data.
o Be specific and provide complete information as to why you are requesting an
Extreme Risk Protection Order.
¢ Confidential Information sheet — CC450
o Petitioner must provide the court with an address, contact information (email and
phone number), and demographic data.
o The Clerk of the Court will maintain petitioner’s information as confidential.
e Proposed Extreme Risk Protection Order
o Adult Respondent — CC453 or Minor Respondent — CC453M
o ltis critical that the information be complete and accurate for service and
enforcement of the Extreme Risk Protection Order.
o Request for Next Friend — CC465
o This form is only required if the respondent is a minor or incompetent/legally
incapacitated

Step 2: File your completed paperwork with the Court

ERPO complaints must be filed in person at the Oakland County Clerk’s Office. The Clerk’s
Office is located on the ground floor of the Sixth Circuit Courthouse, 1200 N. Telegraph Rd.,
Pontiac, MI 48341. The Clerk’s Office is open Monday through Friday from 8 a.m. to 4:30 p.m.

Once the completed paperwork has been given to the Clerk’s Office, they will start the case and
assign a judge. You will then be directed to the assigned judge’s chambers for further
instructions.

*Law enforcement officers who work for a law enforcement agency located in Oakland County
that are in need of an Immediate Emergency Extreme Risk Protection Order should follow the
instructions in the Law Enforcement Officer Job Aid provided by the Court to each agency in
February 2024.
