~30 pounds of groceries—Items like milk, fresh fruits, vegetables, lean protein and other shelf-stable 
items.
Drive-up or walk-up—Stay in your vehicle, and groceries will be placed into your trunk. Walk up 
guests without vehicles or those without a trunk are welcome to obtain groceries from a self-service 
table. If walking, please be prepared to carry the groceries or have a cart.
No appointment needed—You do not need to bring identification or proof of eligibility to receive 
food. Our requirements have recently changed and you do need to provide: name, address, # of 
people living in the household, and # of children living in the household.
Increasing safety- If you wish to pick up for another household you may do so without their 
presence in the car, however you will need to provide that same info mentioned above for each 
household. Thank you for your cooperation!
