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INTRODUCTION

HISTORY

The Oakland County Service Center or North Campus was started in 1866 when 100 acres of land was purchased
from Mortimer Osman for development of a County Poor Farm. Since then, the north campus has grown to
over 507 acres and is divided by Telegraph Road. It is laid out in a campus setting according to a master plan
designed to meet operational needs and to be functional, efficient and aesthetically pleasing. Most of the County’s
departments and institutions are presently housed there. One of the principals designed into the north campus is
its “community” concept development whereby similar or related functions are grouped together.

OVERVIEW

The purpose of this report is to provide an inventory and brief description of the County properties and
Facilities Management operations. The County’s primary location of operations is the 507-acre North
Campus. The north campus is located in the City of Pontiac and Waterford Township. On it are 51,
County buildings with a total of 1,698,079 gross square feet.

Additionally, there are 8 County-owned facilities located off North Campus including the 10-acre oak
pointe and the 16-acre South Campus. Oakland County properties combine to 2,311,663 gross square
footage. Three of the District Court buildings in Novi, Clarkston, and Troy are leased.

Included in this report are photographs of the buildings, statistics detailing their size and cost, and
a brief description of the building’s history. Information concerning campus roads, parking lots, their
occupants and utilities are included here in as well.

All buildings on the Service Center are identified with a building number and illustrated on
the included North Campus Map. An on-line aerial picture of the Service Center is located at
OakGov.info/CampusEnergyUse, which also provides each building’s energy use history.

ABOUT FACILITIES MANAGEMENT

The Facilities Management Department plans, designs, constructs, renovates, operates, maintains,
repairs, and provides security for the facilities and grounds owned and maintained by the Oakland
County General Fund.

shall...plan for, assign, manage and maintain all county building space... [and] shall...perform general
engineering, construction, and maintenance functions for all County department...”.

FACILITIES MAINTENANCE & OPERATIONS DIVISION

The Facilities Maintenance & Operations (FM&O) Division is responsible for energy management,
building maintenance, building alterations, facilities security, operations, utilities, custodial services,
and grounds maintenance. FM&O oversees 41 County facilities on the North and Oak Pointe campuses.
Totaling 1,920,663 million square feet of space on 517 acres of grounds, 85 acres of parking, roadways,
sidewalks, and over 45 miles of utility lines and heating service tunnels. Support services are provided to
approximately 20 departments operating in the County’s facilities, and contracted services are provided
to Parks & Recreations, the Road Commission, the Airport, and other agencies.

ADMINISTRATION

The administration unit oversees long and short-term planning, financial management, communications,
computer applications, space allocation, personnel matters, operating procedures, technical support,
purchasing, and clerical functions to support other FM&O Divisional units.

BUILDING MAINTENANCE & ARCHITECTURAL

The FM Maintenance & Architectural unit has responsibility for the day to day operations, maintenance,
repair, and alteration of the County’s structural, mechanical, electrical, and architectural infrastructure
in all County-owned facilities. In addition to the general office requirements, specialty environments for
large computer operation centers, Medical Examiner autopsy functions, kitchen services, crime labs,

gun ranges, and medical unit requirements fall under the control of this unit.

GROUNDS MAINTENANCE

The Grounds Maintenance unit in FM&O oversees the maintenance and landscape construction on the
Service Center grounds and the County outlying facilities, including lawns, and irrigation systems, now

removal, on-site composting and brush/tree chipping, pest control, signage, and minor asphalt repair.

CUSTODIAL

The Custodial Unit is responsible for the cleaning of facilities on and off of the Service Center, including
floors, waste management, doors and window washing services, and recycling. Custodial services are
provided by both County employees and contractors.

CENTRAL HEATING

On a 24/7 basis, Central Heating operates, performs preventive maintenance, and make necessary
repairs to the high-pressure steam boilers that provide heating, cooling, and hot water to 15 campus
buildings, including the Courthouse and Law Enforcement Complex. Central Heating also performs
preventive maintenance and necessary repairs to 2 miles of underground steam tunnels and the steam

utilities that contain the steam distribution network and condensate return piping.

FACILITIES PLANNING & ENGINEERING DIVISION

The Facilities Planning & Engineering (FPE) division is responsible for the Project Management of
major construction and renovation projects undertaken by the County. It oversees the cost estimating,
planning, design, construction, inspections and testing of new County-owned facilities, roads, parking
lots, and utilities.

FPE is also responsible for design and construction management of interior renovation projects, design
and coordination of furniture installation, and move management services for existing County buildings.
In addition, it performs planning for exterior building maintenance projects such as roofing, caulking,
waterproofing, masonry restoration, window replacement, parking lots and sidewalks.

FPE prepares the five-year Capital Improvement Plan (CIP), forecasts future County space needs,
and prepares the Facility Master Plan, along with maintaining space allocation, assignment data and
more than 12,000 facility record drawings and campus utility infrastructure records. FPE also provides
technical support to Facilities Management Administration and FM&O

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SUPPORT SERVICES DIVISVION

The Support Services Division provides a wide variety of internal support services to county departments.
The division is comprised of both governmental and internal service funds. The governmental fund
portion includes the division Administration, Record Retention, and Mail center units. Also included
with the governmental fund portion is the disposal of surplus county equipment via auctions, County
auction, the operation of public cafeteria in Oakland County Courthouse, and vending services in county
buildings.

The internal service fund portion of Support Services consists of Vehicle Operations. Vehicle Operations
operates under a separate working capital program. The fund prepares a five-year capital plan for vehicle
replacement. The operation prepares vehicle bid specifications for the Oakland County cooperative
purchasing program. County vehicles are purchased, disposed, and maintained by this operation.
Additionally, vehicles are maintained in an in-house central garage facility.

GOALS

¢ To operate and maintain the county vehicle fleet in a cost-effective manner to meet the needs of
the Oakland County workforce.

e To maintain safe, same day U.S. mail service for outgoing and incoming mail at the lowest possible
postage rate.

e Market Vehicle Operations and mailing services to cities, villages, and townships in Oakland
County.

e To store and retrieve records in an efficient manner utilizing the least amount of storage space.
e Continually research methods to maximize the sale value of surplus county equipment.

BUILDING AUTHORITY

The Oakland County Building Authority was established to finance the construction of local projects
through the issuance of limited tax general obligation bonds by the building authority. Consistent with
P.A. 31 of 1948, the Building Authority may also build, acquire, furnish, equip, own, improve, enlarge,
lease, operate and maintain County facilities where a legitimate public purpose of the County is served.

The Building Authority meets every second Wednesday of the month at 9:00 a.m. in the Facilities
Conference Room of the Public Works Building (One Public Works Drive) in Waterford Township. Its Board
consists of five (5) members, including three (3) members appointed by the Board of Commissioners,
plus the County Executive or a Designee, plus the County Treasurer or a Designee.

The Administrative Annex Il is one of the older buildings on the Service Center. In the past, this facility served as
the central offices for the State Department of Social Services in Oakland County. The department quickly outgrew
this building and in 1971 Social Services was moved to 196 Oakland Avenue in Pontiac. This vacancy then
provided the much-needed office space for District Court Probation, Equalization, Friend of the Court, Planning
Division and the County Reference Library. In 1980, when the Executive Office Building became available for
occupancy, the Library and Planning Division were relocated there. The Friend of the Court and Equalization was
moved to the Oakland Pointe Office Building in 1995. The reference library was moved to the Courthouse in 1994.
The facility is currently used primarily for long term Record Retention.

A new $15.4 million-dollar Animal Shelter & Pet Adoption Center was opened on the County’s main campus in
Pontiac in 2017. The shelter was previously located on Brown Road in Auburn Hills in a building acquired from the
Humane Society in 1981. The Sheriff’s Office provides trustees for various grounds, custodial, and maintenance
duties. The Center provides housing for animals brought in from Oakland County cities, villages, and townships,
or picked up by the County’s own Animal Control Road Division.

The Central Heating Plant, built in 1947, houses the main north campus steam boilers. The Central Laundry also
occupied part of this facility until 1982 when laundry services were contracted to outside vendors. In 1982, a
steam efficiency improvement program was implemented to reduce the main loop pressure from 125 psi to 80 psi
to conserve energy. In 1986, the laundry portion of the building became the Sheriff’s Men’s Satellite Facility until
early 2010.

The central heating portion of this building contains four steam boilers which can supply over 150,000 pounds
of high-pressure steam a day through 2 miles of underground steam tunnels to the following County buildings
on the Service Center: Easter Seals, Administrative Annex Il, Central Services, Central Garage, Courthouse, Law
Enforcement Complex, Medical Control Authority, Sheriff’s Administration Building, Information Technology, North
Office Building, Little Oaks-Child Care, North Oakland Health Center, and Pontiac Health. The four boilers are
designed to fire on natural gas or oil, whichever can be procured at the best rates.

Originally built as an animal care shelter, the building was remodeled for use as a dry-cleaning plant after Animal
Control moved to Brown Road.

ELECTRICAL

The majority of the electrical facilities on the north campus are serviced by an underground 13,200- volt
electrical distribution system nearly all facilities have dual electrical feeders with throw over capabilities for
added protection in case of power loss on one of the feeders. The electrical distribution system is 11 miles
long and delivers 24,018,728 kwh of electricity to campus buildings each year.

NATURAL GAS

The natural gas distribution system is 8 miles long and delivers 208,514,072 cubic feet of natural gas to
campus buildings each year.

STEAM DISTRIBUTION SYSTEM

The majority of the facilities on the east half of north campus are serviced by a steam system, which
originates at the Central Heating Plant and is distributed through a tunnel network. The tunnel system is
over 2 miles long and extends as far as the Oakland County Road Commission complex.

WATER

The facilities are serviced by a 9-mile-long looped water distribution system. Water and sewer services
on the east side of Telegraph Road are purchased from the City of Pontiac and on the west side from
Waterford Township. Most campus buildings are double-fed to protect against he loss of water from one
source or the other.

GROUNDS
The campus-wide irrigation system is controlled by moisture-sensors to conserve water. The system is
metered separately from the sewer system to minimize City/Township charges.

SANITARY & STORM SEWERS
The sanitary sewer system is over 6 miles long and the storm sewer system is 10 miles long.
PARKING LOTS AND ROADWAYS

Parking lots, roadways, and sidewalks cover 85 acres of the north campus and 26 acres of our off campus
sites. There is parking available for 5,307 cars on the 56 north campus lots which range in capacity from
2 to 468 cars each.
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
