A meeting of the Intercounty Drainage Board for the Addison-Dryden Drain was held at the
office of the Lapeer County Court Complex, County Court House, 225 Clay Street, Lapeer,
Michigan on November 30, 2016. The meeting was called to order by the Chairman at 2:21 p.m.

Mr. McMahon presented the trial balance as of November 23, 2016 showing a deficit fund
balance of $4,640.08.

Motion by Mr. Korth, supported by Mr. Suma, to receive and file the November 23, 2016 trial
balance as presented.

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Joel Kohn, Engineering Systems Coordinator, presented a Memorandum dated November 30,
2016 with results from the November 7, 2016 visual drain inspection performed by the Oakland
County maintenance staff. According to the report, there were multiple locations where fallen
trees and debris were blocking the flow of the drain along with a beaver dam.

Tt was recommended that the Board authorize the Oakland County drain maintenance staff to
perform maintenance on the drain to remove trees, debris and beaver dams with expenditures not
exceeding the annual assessment amount set by the Michigan Drain Code, which is $5,000 per
mile of drain for maintenance. Per the final order of determination dated March 26, 1904, the
length of the drain is 83.5 chains or 5,511 feet, 1t was also recommended that the Intercounty
drainage board approve the original apportionment between counties dated May 10, 1904, The
determined percentage for Oakland County is 76% and Lapeer County is 24%. Mr. Kohn added
the total maintenance costs are estimated at $7,000.

Motion by Mr. Korth, supported by Mr, Suma, to authorize Qakland County drain maintenance
staff to perform the recommended maintenance as presented and to approve the apportionment
dated May 10, 1904 showing Oakland County is 76% and Lapeer County is 24%.

SUBJECT: Oakland County Water Resources Maintenance Recommendation

DATE: November 30, 2016

On November 7, 2016 drain maintenance staff visually inspected the Addison Dryden
Inter-County Drain. Per the attached report it was noted there are multiple spots in which fallen
trees and debris are blocking flow of the drain, this also includes a beaver dam.

It is staff recommendation that the inter-county drainage board authorizes Oakland
County Water Resources to perform maintenance on the drain to remove trees, debris and
beaver dams with expenditures not exceeding the annual assessment amount set by the
Michigan Drain Code, which is $5,000 per mile of drain for maintenance. Per the final order of
determination dated March 26, 1904 the length of the drain is 83.5 chains or 5,511 feet.

It is also staff recommendation that the inter-county drainage board approve the original
apportionment of tax between counties dated May 10, 1904. The determined percent for each

county is Qakland County 76 percent and Lapeer County 24 percent.

Total Maintenance costs are estimated at $7,000.

DATE: July 21, 2022

The Addison-Dryden Drain primarily has issues with beaver damming portions of the drain. A
contracted trapper works on behalf of the Oakland County Water Resources Commissioner (WRC)
for many of the requests. WRC removes beaver dams using hand equipment or a mini excavator.
The drain was inspected in 2016 and the inspection yielded approximately $1,700 worth of downed
tree removals. The drain is due for a formal inspection which is estimated to cost $1,000.

The maintenance account has a deficit balance of ($20,805) as of March 31, 2022. The assessment
length of the drain is two miles. The drain is apportioned to Oakland County 76% and to Lapeer
County 24%.

Requested Actions:

Authorize the Oakland County Water Resources Commissioner to conduct a drain inspection and
perform necessary maintenance (as limited by the Michigan Drain Code) for 2023.

Approve an assessment of $10,000 for 2023.
