OMIDD January Insurance Renewals Summary

We have completed the marketing process for the OMIDD insurance program renewing January 25, 2022.
The hardening marketplace continues to be a major challenge through most lines of coverage, with
carriers reducing capacity, increasing rates and in some cases, withdrawing from certain segments of the
market altogether. For the OMIDD January insurance renewals, we approached the Public Entity
marketplace seeking the most competitive terms for the 2022 renewal to replace the collapsed Liability
program through Trident. Our objective is always to provide the broadest coverage at the most
competitive pricing.

From the table below, the total renewal premium for the January insurance policies increased from
$764,652 at expiring to $843,680 (+10.3%) at renewal. Some notable points regarding the marketing of the 2022
OMIDD insurance renewals are:

. Property Coverage: The expiring Chubb property policy was written on a (2) year term

and this is the end of the two year policy. We marketed the property policy however
based on appetite, coverage, and price Chubb was still the best carrier to place the
coverage. We negotiated the renewal for the multi-year term to a below average rate
increase at 5%. Property insurance is seeing low to mid double-digit rate increases due to
increased claims payouts and industry profitability related to weather incidents and
national disasters. The renewal premium has increased 10.2% for this renewal, which
includes the 5.2% Engineering News Record Construction Cost Index value increase, and a
5% property rate increase putting the total annual premium at $381,961. They are
offering a 5% increase for the 2" year of the term, we suggest this approach due the
market trends over the last couple years to lock in the below average rate increase. If
anything changes in the property market we will revisit alternatives.
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Marketing Summary (continued)

) Public Entity (PE) Liability: Due to reinsurance issues, unfortunately the Trident Program

is no longer offering public entity liability coverage. Disappointing as this was a great
program. As a result, we approached the marketplace for any carrier that can consider
drainage districts. Based on our efforts we recommend replacing Argonaut with
Lexington (AIG). OMIDD had been placed with AlG previously which historically was a
good relationship before moving to the Trident Program. The size and scope of OMIDD is
too large for what most carriers are willing to consider in their appetite for a drainage
district. The public entity marketplace is seeing considerable disruption in rate, coverage,
and capacity for limits. This has sparked a deeper dive seeking new options since mid-
2021 upon news of Tridents pullback and currently Lexington is the best alternative for
OMIDD and similar risks. Lexington’s original premium came in at $249,205, but
Meadowbrook was successful in negotiating a $5,945 reduction in premium from
Lexington's original quote; Bringing the renewal premium for PE Liability to $243,260.

. Excess Liability: The excess marketplace is continuing to be impacted by the hard market
more than any other line of business. A majority of the carriers have continued cutting
back on limits and raised their minimum premiums. We were happy that AWAC was
willing to stay on the full $10M excess of primary policy without needing to find other
carriers to take that capacity. Merchants National Ins. Co. will be filling out the $10M
excess $10M policy to complete the liability tower. Excess policies follow the pricing of
the underlying policies, therefore, our excess renewals have increased at roughly the
same rate as the primary policy with AlG.

. Pollution Liability: Zurich pulled out of the site pollution marketplace sparking the non-

renewal of the pollution coverage on OMIDD. We sought replacement options with
several carriers and ultimately Chubb provide the best coverage available. Their initial
guote was $67,962, however we were able to negotiate that down to $63,457. We had an
alternative option from Ironshore at $63,062 however after reviewing policy forms we
are recommending the slightly higher option from Chubb which is still a -4.4% decrease
over expiring coverage with Zurich.

SUBJECT: NTH EWO for NI-EA Phase Il Odor/Corrosion Study
DATE: January 19, 2022

NTH is currently overseeing the design of the North Interceptor-East Arm (NI-EA) Contract No.
2 PCI-18 and PCI-18 Rehabilitation (NI-EA C2) Project and the construction of the OMID
Control Structure 9 (CS-9) Gate Installation. Recent developments on both projects have
created a need to obtain air quality and pressure readings within project zones.

As the design phase of the NI-EA C2 Project approached 100%, the OMID Project Team
discussed the need to evaluate hydrogen sulfide and air pressure within the project zones in
order to determine ventilation requirements for construction. Specifically, these locations are
in proximity to the proposed 7 Mile Adit Structure and existing PC-663 at 7 Mile and Van Dyke
and the proposed lining at the Conant/Meldrum connections into the NI-EA in proximity to
Meldrum and Gratiot. In addition, as the Board is aware, recent damage has occurred to the
OMID PCI-5 HOBAS liner within the Oakland-Macomb Interceptor Drain as a result of two CS-
9 roof hatches falling into the sewer after being lifted from their seating due to internal positive
air pressure fluctuations. The OMID Project Team would like to understand these pressure
fluctuations through sampling and eventually accommodate for them either with modifications
to CS-9 and/or the overall design of the OMID Odor/Corrosion facilities (in which proposals
were received on January 14, 2022).

Previously, Jacobs has facilitated hydrogen sulfide and air pressure sampling for the following
OMIDDD projects:

e NESPS Odor/Corrosion Project
e OMID Odor/Control Study
¢ NI-EA Phase 1 Sampling (within failing PCI-4 Milliken Geo-Spray section)

Due to Jacobs'’s familiarity with the OMID and NI-EA systems and previous sampling work, as
well as the urgency to obtain this data as to complete the NI-EA C2 Design for bid in March-
April 2022, we believed it to be prudent that they complete the required sampling.

As NTH is the lead designer and contract administrator for both projects, we have asked them
to retain Jacobs under their contract to provide oversight and support as required.
Accordingly, NTH has prepared the appended January 10, 2022 proposal for these sampling
services consisting of the following tasks:

Task 1: Project Kickoff and Data Acquisition Plan

e Hold a meeting to discuss overall goals, background, schedule and data acquisition
approach, then finalize sampling plan.

Task 2: Data Acquisition

e Deploy eight (8) Acrulog Hydrogen Sulfide loggers and eight (8) sewer differential
pressure loggers at 8 locations within the project zones for a four-week total duration.
Traffic control will be provided by NTH.

Task 3: Estimation of Air Flow Rates

o Estimate the air flow rate needed to provide a safe atmosphere for the contractors who
will be working in the NI-EA according to industry standard safety levels.

Task 4: Meeting and Reporting

e Prepare a draft technical memorandum to summarize project findings and hold a
meeting to discuss.

¢ Finalize the technical memorandum and distribute electronic and hardcopies to
OMIDDD.

The associated fees for the above tasks are as follows:

An Engineering Work Order has been created to modify the existing contract to include these
services and increase the existing contract by a not-to-exceed amount of $84,926. There are
sufficient funds in the NI-EA Contract No 2 PCI-18 and PCI-19 Rehabilitation Project Budget to
cover these costs. NTH and Jacobs are prepared to begin immediately on these tasks with an
estimated completion of 10 weeks to have a final technical memorandum drafted.

Requested Action: Approve the attached Engineering Work Order to increase contract
#2603 by a not-to-exceed amount of $84,926 for the above services.

Control Operations and Maintenance, NESPS Maintenance Responsibilities, and
OMIDDD Project Support Duties

DATE: January 19, 2022

METCO has been providing flow control support and maintenance coordination for OMIDDD under
multiple contracts since 2016. At the October 21, 2021 OMIDDD Board Meeting, the OMIDDD Board
approved an Engineering Work Order (D-424) for a complete scope of services under Contract #5517
that included OMID flow control operations and control structure maintenance (including asset
management through NEXGEN), NESPS maintenance, and project-based support through the end of
2023.

Since the approval of their change order a few scenarios and needs developed over the past year that
required additional resources and effort to be expended by METCO personnel as follows (Note section
numbers in parenthesis indicate applicable section of METCO’s change order scope of services):

(Section 3.1) Additional corrective maintenance, engineering, oversight and coordination during
the loss of critical equipment and appurtenances including, but not limited to:
o NESPS Transformer 3
o NESPS Transformer 4
o NESPS Pump #2
o NESPS Pump #5
e (Section 3.3) Additional flow control manager and engineering support for project integration.
e (Section 3.4) Additional flow control operations support, including lock-out, tag-out (LOTO) and
monitoring for project-based activities which required weekday and Saturday overtime.
e (Section 6.0) Additional personnel effort for the development and management of the NEXGEN
asset management system, including reporting needs. The program is utilized to schedule
preventive and corrective maintenance, organize documents, perform risk analysis and
condition assessments and prioritize/budget for capital and maintenance projects.

While we are in the process of upgrading the NESPS, we expect that continued corrective maintenance
and engineering support will be necessary until the NESPS has been fully rehabilitated in 2023. In
addition, construction projects, including the MIDDD Segment 5 Lining, NI-EA Contract No. 1 PCl-4
Rehabilitation are anticipated to continue well into 2022 and the NI-EA Contract No.2 PCI-17 and PCI-18
Rehabilitation Projects will extend into 2023. These projects will require flow control support services.
Finally, for the NEXGEN software to be utilized, it is imperative that it be updated on a regular basis and
reporting be made annually for GLWA and OMIDDD needs.



Accordingly, METCO provided the attached October 26, 2021 proposal for the additional costs they
have already incurred for the above services as well as the anticipated costs expected for these services
through the end of 2023. The total additional effort for these services is as follows:

Section 3.1 Continued Maintenance of the NESPS $323,791
Section 3.3 Maintenance-Project Construction Coordination $143,918
Section 3.4 Flow Control Management and LOTO $110,145.60
Section 6.0 NEXGEN Asset Management Implementation $295,628.60
Allowance for Supplies* $78,750
Total: $952,233.20

*This scope was in METCQO'’s previous proposal but the dollar amount was never included on the
previously approved Engineering Work Order D-424.

An Engineering Work Order has been generated that incorporates the above scope of work for an
amount not to exceed $952,233.20. There are sufficient funds in the annual operations and maintenance
budget and major maintenance reserves to cover these costs at this time.

control measures to maintain the OMIDD system level.

Supplement GLWA operations with OMIDD pump as required.

6. Continuous monitoring of system operational capability during the outage of the
pumping unit(s) — This might last for few days to few weeks depending upon the
severity of the fault causing the failure and the extent of repair required to address the
defect.

7. Confirm the functionality of pump system after the necessary repair work is complete.

Maintain and generate necessary work order from the asset management System.

9. Prepare and submit to OMIDD, incident status report and a final report upon
successful redeployment to full operation of the failed asset.

3.3 Maintenance — Project Construction Coordination
Provide OMIDDD and NESPS Project support during construction projects as follows:

1. Meetings as required with CM/OMIDD to discuss and finalize the system outage
requirement and the schedule for removal/demolition of existing pumping system
equipment.

2. Prepare and submit reports summarizing the Coordinate and notify GLWA — System
operations on the outage requirements and potential impacts to NESPS/OMID
operation.

Design and implement enhancements to the Projects module that will allow for better
organization of record documents and reference files. The enhancements will involve
configuration of the Projects module.

Configuring the custom Performance Reports out of the NEXGEN database, which
would be streamlined and scheduled to be generated on a continuing basis. Some
examples of these types of reports include: annual reports for maintenance of assets
for Great Lakes Water Authority (GLWA), real-time status reports of current work
orders, upcoming/schedule preventive maintenance tasks.

services for the temporary operation of the
currently failed Knife Gate Valve # 5 actuator.
This task will in turn allow necessary repairs to
proceed with the main Sewage -Pump # 5.

This task will include the design and fabrication
of a custom structural steel support beam to
accept the positioning of a hydraulic jacking
arrangement which will replace the existing KGV
actuator and allow the KGV "knife” (i.e., the
component that either allows or restricts flow
through the valve) to be temporarily supported in
a “closed position” while Pump # 5 repairs take
place. The timeline for repairs to Pump # 5 are
significant, and the “knife” will remain temporarily
suspended for an extended time period. At the
conclusion of the Pump repairs, the jacking
arrangement will again be utilized to reactivate
the knife to a normal open position.

A significant portion of the cost of this activity will
entail the procurement of the custom designed

support beam and specific “purchase only”
accessories for the hydraulic jacking equipment.
These items will become the property of the
OMIDDD upon completion of this task and will
be retained at the NESPS for potential future
use (see note below). The specialized hydraulic
jacking equipment will be obtained on a short
term rental basis and can be returned to the
supplier when not in use during the extended
pump repair period, and re-acquired as needed.

Due to the unique floor layout of Pump # 5 within
the NESPS structure, this task will tentatively
require the removal and eventual reinstallation of
a single section of the permanent Level 5
stairway riser that conflicts with the Pump # 5
and KGV repair work. Upon stair riser removal,
a temporary stairway scaffolding will be provided
to allow for continued safe personnel access
between floor levels, and this supplementary
effort is also included in the budgetary cost
identified in this Change Order.

(Note: Currently a similar procedure may be
required for Main Sewage Pump # 6 which is
also exhibiting KGV actuator distress. The
equipment acquired for the current task (other
than the temporary stair access) will also be
available for KGV 6 repairs, if needed).

REASON:

Sewage Pump # 5 is currently out of service and
in need of significant repairs that are currently
scheduled with Kennedy Industries (a regular
maintenance/repair vendor with OMIDDD). In
order to disassemble Pump # 5 for repairs, the
KGV must be closed to isolate the pump from
the Wet Well wastewater level. As noted, the
KGV 5 actuator is also out of service, and the
proposed temporary arrangement described
previously will accommodate this need.

While the current pumping capacity of the
NESPS is manageable absent the availability of
Pump # 5, it remains a significant concern for
Pump # 5 to return to service as soon as
possible.

The final “Not to Exceed” cost of this activity will
be adjusted if necessary based on record
documentation at the conclusion of the work.
