SUBJECT: Rate Year (RY) 2022/23 Budget Recommendation
DATE: March 16, 2022

Staff of the Macomb County Public Works Commissioner’s Office and the Oakland County
Water Resources Commissioner’s Office recently met to discuss the budget, cost allocation,
and capital improvement plan for the upcoming rate year. Staff recommends that the Board
approve the proposed sewer charges contained herein for the rate year beginning July 1, 2022.

The main elements of the proposed budget and sewer charges are as follows:

1) The Great Lakes Water Authority (GLWA) approved a 3.2% increase in sewer charges
to OMIDDD.

2) The proposed operation and maintenance budget includes an increase of 22.9% (see
Exhibit A)

3) The proposed revenue requirement is increasing by 4.0%.

4) The method for determining the split between Oakland and Macomb was approved on
March 20, 2019 and will remain in place through RY 2024/25 unless GLWA modifies the
sewer charge methodology. The cost allocation using this methodology is as follows:

a. GLWA common-to-all and OMIDDD operations and maintenance costs are
allocated based on the ten-year rolling average as shown in Exhibit B. This
year’s allocation is 31.77% Clinton Oakland Sewage Disposal System (COSDS)
and 68.23% to the Macomb Interceptor Drain Drainage District (MIDDD).

b. GLWA'’s Combined Sewage Overflow Program is allocated 39.48% to COSDS
and 60.52% to MIDDD per the 1999 Rate Settlement Agreement.

c. Capital Improvement Reserve contributions are allocated based on the current
GLWA Contract Capacity split of 33.10% for the COSDS and 66.90% for the
MIDDD.

5) The budget proposes to fund $1,050,000 of new major maintenance work and
$10,782,500 of new capital improvements from the OMIDDD operation and maintenance
fund, in addition to projects that are not revenue financed (see Exhibit C).

Recommended Action: Approve the proposed operating budget (Exhibit A), cost
allocation (Exhibit B), and the Capital Improvement Program (Exhibit C) for the rate year
beginning July 1, 2022, as presented.

. Due to a catastrophic failure at the CRWRRF (COSDS’s non-OMID outlet), COSDS delivered more than 70% of its flow to OMID in

FY2017/18. For the FY1920 calculations, the actual FY2017/18 COSDS-to-OMID flow was replaced with a COSDS-to-OMID flow
adjusted to equal 70% of the total COSDS flow. The adjustment was made to reflect the intent to deliver 70% of COSDS flow and
minimize rate volatility. In FY2018/19, COSDS offset the high FY2017/18 COSDS-to-OMID flow with a low FY2018/19 COSDS-to-OMID
flow. With the actual flows from these two years paired, volatility is minimized and the intent to deliver 70% of COSS flow is
reflected. Therefore, the FY2017/18 actual COSDS-to-OMID flow is used for the FY2020/21 calculations instead of the FY2017/18
adjusted COSDS-to-OMID flow.

. In FY2017/18 and FY2018/19, there was volatility in the flow delivered from COSDS to OMID (see note 3 for details). When paired,

these two years offset each other and the volatility is mitigated. The OMID rates are based on a rolling 9-year average flow rate. In
Rate Years 2829 and 2930, these volatile years will roll off the average, which will create volatility in the average. To reduce this
future volatility, the COSDS-to-OMID flows and MIDDD flows for FY2017/18 (COSDS = 37.74 cfs, MIDDD = 67.29 cfs) and FY2018/19
(COSDS = 30.35 cfs, MIDDD = 71.90 cfs) have both been replaced with the average for these two years (COSDS = 34.045 cfs, Macomb
=69.595 cfs).

5. Except as noted above, COSDS fiscal year flows are based on measured flow, which includes actual diversion to CRWRRF.

The Contract Specifications indicate that the Contractor
should anticipate an overall period of 30 days where
work within the PCI-4 Interceptor will not be available due
to circumstances occurring elsewhere in the system.

These circumstances may include operational issues at

the NESPS or elsewhere in the OMID system, as well as
the need to grant flow control priority to other active
OMID Contracts, thereby preventing the NIEA C-1

An initial evaluation period was selected based on the
key milestone activity of temporary support rib installation
in the interceptor at the Access Structure Location.

This significant increase in the anticipated number of
operational days was largely the result of two major
downtime events at the NESPS that were not anticipated
in the original 30 Operational Day projection. During this
period, the Contractor also experienced continuing costs
resulting from idled equipment and site-related general
conditions costs.

Following extended negotiations with the Contractor, it
was concluded that the best interests of the project would
be served to address these delay times and resulting
costs for the period indicated, and move forward with a
Contract adjustment that included the following issues:

Deterioration was noted in early 2021; also see NIEA Contract 1 Summary. Following several manned
inspections, report from the manufacturer’s representatives has now been received and reviewed by the
Engineering Team. Final conclusions remain pending; however, the consensus of the engineering team is
that this lining material may not be appropriate in the extreme H,S concentrations experienced at the
Gatehouse location, and potentially other atypical locations in the interceptor. This initial section of PCI-4 is
currently planned for re-lining (using GFRPMP) under NIEA OMID Contract 1 (PCl-4 Rehabilitation).

e Mersino Dewatering is under contract for standby emergency bypass pumping.
e The OMIDDD Project Team is currently designing an approach for keeping the 15 Mile Road
bypass pumping arrangement intact. Plans are now in place for demobilization of the pumping
and support equipment, with the bypass piping remaining on site pending final decisions on a
potential permanent installation.
e Remaining items in the final emergency plan include punch-list and optimization steps for
electrification, the modification of one manhole, modifications at the 15-Mile Road Site, and
overall optimization of the Emergency Plan per above.

Additional work being performed under Metco Maintenance Contract for NESPS:

Flow control operations related to OMID/MID/NIEA sewer repair and upgrade projects
are ongoing.

Mechanical and Electrical corrective/preventative maintenance schedules continue.
Coordination between GLWA, MID, NESPS, and Pump/Electrical Upgrade Project has
not affected station operations nor hindered performance or abilities to meet
demands.

Wet well sediment inspection and barscreen cleaning took place Jan 21, 2022. Very
minor changes since last inspection about 8 weeks before. Sediment levels averages
slightly over 4.5 feet. Bar screens remain clear of blockages. Complete report on file.
Following discussions of the design team, further inspections will resume on a
quarterly basis, based on report history. Sediment level has plateaued and, in some
cases, dropped. Bar screens will be monitored and cleaned on an as-needed basis.
The OMIDDD Project Team continues to research methods for using high pressure
water onsite for bar screen cleaning. National Liquid Blasting has now submitted a
Proposal for a “Proof of Concept” approach to the cleaning methodology, and it is
under review by the Team members.

NESPS Health and Safety Plan finalized.

Overall Station Performance Report:

Sanitary Pumps #2 #4, #5, and #6 ready for duty with no issues to report, excepting #2 (see
below). Total pump capacity equals 500-cfs (including Pump 2).

Sanitary Pump #2 VFD (Variable Frequency Drive) enclosure has multiple issues. (1) HVAC Fan
Motor failure on two of the four Bard AC units. (2) One of the three VFD cell cabinet exhaust
blowers seized. Parts availability impacts both scenarios. HVAC contractor (Dunbar Mechanical)
along with Rotor are working toward resolve. The pump can be used in case of emergency as
the VFD Drive has internal protections to trip or shut-down in overheated conditions. Extra
precautions are taken to keep pump out of rotation until issues are resolved. In any case,
pump is available for use if necessary.

Specific data logging software has been installed within the VFD drive PLC. Siemens maintains
the ability to monitor VFD performance and fault/trip conditions.

Sanitary Pump #1 remains out of service as part of the upgrade project. The Pump #1

knife gate valve has been removed under flow control. It is flanged off with no leaks.

The knife gate has been refurbished and is being shipped back to the site for re-

installation (see NESPS Rehab Report below)

New transformer (T3) has been energized and tied to the existing switchgear. Station

now in preferred “double ended status whereby T3 and T4 utility transformers are

both under load conditions.

NEXGEN asset management in use.

Gas detection faults/alarms have been investigated by contractor and reviewed by

the OMID team in both dry and wet wells. Protocols related to alarming have been

modified by OMIDDD.

NESPS HVAC system performing as designed after two failed components were

replaced by Dunbar Mechanical.
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e Bio Filter performance normal with no odor complaints or issues to report.
Parameters checked daily and shared with Bio Aire on a weekly basis.

e Overall General Housekeeping tasks in order. Minor maintenance activities
addressed in a timely manner.

Control Structures Performance Report (CS-5, CS-6, CS-7, CS-8):
e Daily flow control operations now support MID/OMID/NIEA repair and improvement projects.

e All LOTO protocols are in-place with no major issues to report.

e System-wide communications are good.

e (S-6 gate remains out of service.

e Preventative maintenance tasks are underway. Emergency inspections (to confirm no similar
damage as the CS-6 event) are complete at each OMID Control Structure sites. (CS-5, CS-6, CS-7
and CS-8). All inspections and preventative maintenance are complete. Minor issues
addressed. Reports are on file. Corrective work orders have been generated in NEXGEN.

e (S-7 in stand-by mode ready for service.

e (S-8in stand-by mode ready for service.

e (S-5in stand-by mode ready for service.

e (S-9in stand-by mode ready for service.

e PCI-5 Hobas lining repair scheduled for upcoming spring.

e Routine daily rounds and inspection made with no major maintenance issues to report at this

time.
Other System Operation Issues
e O&M Manual currently being revised to include new structures, recently modified structures,
new monitoring equipment, and recent inspection and repair status.
e EGLE has informally agreed to consent to use of all flow control structures for long term flow
control. Request for formal consent is under review by them.

OMID System 3-Year Spot Repairs and 6-Year Inspection Status:

Amt Invoiced: Total design and construction budget for 3-Year repairs currently is established
as $1,352,801 (including contingencies and admin/legal).

Schedule and Progress Status:

e Remaining 3-year spot repair work consists of step removal at one manhole in PCI-8, delayed
due to access issues and timing of other work.

o The 6-Year inspection began July 8, 2021. After delays due to flow control, inspections have
resumed and are nearing completion.

NESPS Pump and Electrical Upgrades Project

Budget Status: $1,280,139 billed out of current Design Budget of $1,382,430; $968,018 out of the

current CCA Budget of $2,443,262. Total construction budget currently established
as $45,001,517.63, including contingencies, through proposed C.O. #19). The total
amount invoiced to date as of February 28, 2022 is $22,741,992.48 (including the
now completed and operational Control Structure 9 Bulkhead Gate facility, and
adjusted for stored material inclusion in major work activities.), representing 50.5%
of the combined project (Pump & Electrical Upgrades and CS-9 Gate Installation).
