Macomb County Leaders,  
 
For the past ten years, the City of Highland Park has made only partial payments to the Great Lakes 
Water Authority (GLWA) for wholesale water and sewer charges. Last year they stopped making any 
payments. GLWA has passed this bad debt expense on to suburban member communities per past rate 
settlement agreements. Highland Park arrearages charged by GLWA to other communities cumulatively 
totals $62.9 million through FY 2023, with Macomb’s share at $13.5 million.  

Despite years of litigation, endless Highland Park appeals, and our past efforts to encourage the State to 
help mediate the issues and assist Highland Park, the unpaid balance only grows. It is unfair that others 
are forced to pay another community’s unpaid charges. It is also unfortunate that Highland Park officials 
have put their community’s residents in a position that a judgment against the City would likely force 
them into bankruptcy. 

The State has some responsibility in this matter as the State requested temporary emergency water 
service for Highland Park ten years ago. Yet today the service continues without any payments. The 
State should have resolved these issues when it formed the GLWA and when it appointed and 
subsequently discontinued emergency management oversight of Highland Park.   

Many of you have sent letters to the Governor’s office and discussed this topic in your communities. The 
two of us have discussed a plan to best highlight our collective concerns and encourage and direct the 
State to help resolve these long-term issues:  

 We plan to intervene in the ongoing litigation with the goal for the Court to persuade the 
State to enter mediation and find a long-term solution for all parties. 
 

 Several Macomb communities are considering withholding payment to the GLWA for the 
additional Highland Park charges included in the FY 2023 charges effective July 1, 2022 
totaling $1.6 million. Currently, we are not seeking the return of the remaining $11.9 
million already paid by Macomb communities over the past 10 years.   
 

 The withheld amounts will be held in escrow by the communities until the State comes to 
the table and the matter is resolved. 
 

 We plan to hold a press conference tomorrow, Wednesday, March 30 at 11:00 AM in the 
lobby of the County Administration Building to highlight the issues and to request the 
State’s immediate involvement. We encourage you to join us for that media briefing. 

 



 

While it is unlikely that we will be able to recover the entire amounts paid, we need to reach a long-term 
solution for all parties.

GLWA faces mutiny in western 
Wayne County over disputed 
Highland Park debt

Highland Park — Eighteen communities in western Wayne County 

have declared they intend to withhold a portion of their water and 

sewer bills tied to $54 million in disputed Highland Park debt, 

a development one expert said could hurt the Great Lakes Water 

Authority with lenders. 

A conference representing the western Wayne communities voted in 

favor of a resolution on March 11 to withhold the money after the 

Great Lake Water Authority earlier in the month sent letters to the 

leaders of its 87 other customer communities, who are being asked to 

pick up the arrearage. Almost half of the GLWA's 2.4% sewage rate 

hike is tied to Highland Park's unpaid bills and is being passed on to 

the authority's remaining member communities when it goes into 

effect July 1. 

Highland Park said it does not owe any money and is due $1 million, 

citing a 2021 Wayne County Circuit Court ruling. The Great Lakes 

Water Authority late last year sued Highland Park in the Michigan 

Court of Claims over the funds, but the case has been paused.  



The 18-community Conference of Western Wayne has contributed 

about $15 million to the bad debt, or 27%, an amount that is expected 

to grow to $16.4 million by July 2023, according to the conference's 

resolution. The communities are shouldering almost three-quarters of 

Wayne County's $19.9 million contribution to paying off Highland 

Park's unpaid bills. 

The conference hopes each community's government will back the 

resolution and hold back the debt payments, said Jordyn Sellek, 

executive director of the Conference of Western Wayne. 

The Plymouth Township Board of Trustees voted last week to withhold 

and place in escrow the portion of its GLWA bill related to Highland 

Park's debt until the matter is resolved, Plymouth Township 

Supervisor Kurt Heise said. 

"I'm not happy with the fact that the communities have been kept in 

the dark on this, possibly going back 10 years now," Heise said. "That's 

not acceptable. That's not transparent at all."  

The western Wayne funds, if all withheld and placed in escrow, would 

account for about 1.1% of the authority's system wide water and sewer 

charges, GLWA interim Chief Executive Officer Suzanne Coffey said in 

a statement. The fiscal year doesn't begin for three months or until 

July 1, she said. 

The regional water authority sent the letter asking communities to 

push the state government to resolve the Highland Park matter. The 

Conference of Western Wayne's response was unique. 



The South Oakland County Water Authority sent a March 11 letter to 

Gov. Gretchen Whitmer that was more in line with what GLWA sought 

from its member communities. The South Oakland authority 

argued that "the state of Michigan is completely responsible for 

creating this situation" and should "immediately reimburse" GLWA to 

resolve it. 

The Great Lakes authority's leader downplayed the difference between 

the two approaches, saying both approaches ultimately seek a 

resolution. 

"Our understanding of the goal of the Conference of Western Wayne is 

to drive engagement by the state, with other responsible parties, to the 

table in order to resolve this matter that continues to impact the 

region," Coffey said. "Accordingly, the focus is on resolving the matter 

this year so that it is not an issue in future years."  

But the potential mutiny could affect the Detroit regional water 

authority's perception with lenders, said Greg Miller, chair of the 

accounting program at the University of Michigan's Ross School of 

Business.  

"If you were going to lend them money, and you say, 'Well, when these 

big things happen, their customer base doesn't pay for it,' the people 

who lend money take that into account," Miller said. 

"That money's gone. A customer didn't pay for it," he said. "And so 

now the question is, who bears the cost?" 



"That's the kind of thing credit rating agencies would be concerned 

with," Miller said. When a credit rating agency downgrades a 

government or authority's credit rating, it increases the cost to borrow 

money. 

How mutiny began 

Highland Park's debt issue might have gone unnoticed if the water 

authority hadn't sent the letter, community leaders said. 

As the Great Lakes Water Authority briefing to the western Wayne 

leaders explained, "If one community does not pay for their allocated 

cost of service, this creates a bad debt. The bad debt expense is then 

allocated to the other communities in future years." 

The GLWA letter argued communities should 

urge Whitmer, a Democrat, to bring the parties to the table 

and resolve the debt. The letter was the idea of Brian Baker, 

who represents Macomb County on the GLWA board and 

chairs its finance committee.   

"It was Macomb's idea to let the communities know the 

dollar amount for each community," Baker said. "And for a 

letter to be prepared, that the communities could send to 

the state, asking for the state's involvement in helping 

resolve this issue." 

The letter listed each of the community's payments so far for Highland 

Park's debt. 



Dearborn tops the list, paying $3.6 million, followed by Livonia's 

$378,400, Canton Township's $330,000 and Westland's $197,700. 

Western Wayne's smaller communities are paying anywhere from 

Belleville's $10,200 to Plymouth's $34,700 to Garden City's $53,600. 

At least 14 communities use the Wayne County Rouge Valley system, 

one of the sewer operators in the region that has paid $8.9 million so 

far toward Highland Park's unpaid bills, according to the GLWA 

letter.

The letter prompted the Conference of Western Wayne, "the governing 

voice of 700,000 residents," to study the issue further. 

"The communities had no idea that they were even paying towards this 

until we got these letters," the conference's Sellek said. "And then we 

started doing some digging and found out more of the background and 

how much we had already paid."  

State 'encourages' resolution 

Although the state of Michigan required Highland Park to start using 

Detroit water in November 2012, after years of issues with cloudy 

water from Highland Park's own water plant, it has been reluctant to 

force a resolution to the debt issue, even while acknowledging one is 

needed.  

The Highland Park debt was a sticking point in the formation of the 

Great Lakes Water Authority, which began operation in 2016.  

In May 2015, when Highland Park's unpaid bills were about half what 

they are now at $26.5 million, Republican Gov. Rick Snyder told 

reporters at the Mackinac Policy Conference that "there will be some 



good, healthy discussions to come up with a resolution in a week or 

two." 

But no resolution ever came.  

Oakland County Water Commissioner Jim Nash said: "We can't keep 

going like this." 

"We really need the state to step in," Nash said. "It's something that 

we just need to take care of, and they're (Highland Park) not in any 

more of a position to do it than we are. The state ordered it. We need 

to have the state respond to this, in my mind." 

But a March 2 letter from Michigan's Department of the Treasury to 

Highland Park Mayor Hubert Yopp the GLWA's Coffey reminded both 

parties that the issue is subject to litigation.  

"This issue and other associated issues remain the subject of ongoing 

litigation between GLWA and Highland Park, including litigation in 

which GLWA has named the State of Michigan as a defendant," wrote 

Larry Steckelberg of the Department of Treasury's Community 

Services Division. 

Steckelberg offered encouragement but no solution: "In light of the 

pending litigation between GLWA and Highland Park, and for the 

mutual benefit of both parties, the State of Michigan encourages 

GLWA and Highland Park to work collaboratively towards a mutually 

agreeable resolution to these complex disputes." 



Whitmer's office sounded a similar note. Spokesman Bobby Leddy 

said in a statement that "it’s important that the parties involved work 

together to find a resolution to this situation as quickly as possible." 

Highland Park wants independence 

Highland Park has asked for state action of its own. 

In a 5-0 vote at its March 21 meeting, Highland Park City Council 

passed a resolution "requesting state regulation and oversight" of the 

Great Lakes Water Authority.  

City Administrator Cathy Square said there is no debt, except the $1 

million it was granted from the city of Detroit in a 2020 mediation. 

Detroit has not paid that judgment, Square said.

Dear Customer Communities: 
 
I have talked with many of the leaders and stakeholders from the customer communities I represent and 
above all, they want to know two things when it comes to discussions about the water and sewer debt 
Highland Park owes to the Great Lakes Water Authority (GLWA). First, they want to know how much 
of that debt will be assessed against their municipality to make up for the shortfall. Second, they want to 
know my position on this obviously complex issue. With this letter, I intend to answer both questions. 
 
It has been reported that municipalities in Wayne and Macomb counties have begun withholding a 
portion of their GLWA water bills related to the Highland Park matter. Instead, they are putting money 
in an escrow account pending a resolution of the contentious litigation between the regional water 
authority and Highland Park. I do not support that approach. I believe that path won’t be particularly 
effective because costs are passed on during the rate-setting process. As I was quoted recently in The 
Detroit News, it’s not like we can take the water back from Highland Park. It just means there’s less 
money to spend on operations and maintenance and capital projects. 
 
The attached tables provide a breakdown of the percentages each municipality pays in relationship to 
their share in the Clinton-Oakland Sewage Disposal System, the Evergreen-Farmington Sanitary Drain 
Drainage District, and the George W. Kuhn Drain Drainage District.

 Objection to Subsidizing Highland Park’s Sewer Services 
 
Dear Governor Whitmer: 
 
It’s been nearly a year since the City of Highland Park has made any payments for the sewer 
services it receives from the Great Lakes Water Authority (GLWA). When Highland Park doesn’t 
pay, its obligations are borne by the other communities receiving GLWA’s sewer services. The 
Oakland-Macomb Interceptor Drain Drainage District is among those “other communities.” 
 
The State of Michigan has had a direct role in the City of Detroit, now GLWA, providing water 
services to Highland Park. By way of background, the state requested the Detroit Water & 
Sewerage Department provide emergency water services to Highland Park because the state 
determined the city’s water treatment plant was creating a public health risk to its residents. On 
November 12, 2012, the state represented the repairs to the water treatment plant were to be 
completed within three or four days. Neither the state nor the city repaired the water treatment 
plant, and it remains shuttered to this date. 
 
Today, Highland Park’s payment history for both its water and sewer service from GLWA 
remains more than a little troubling. From 2013 through March of 2021, Highland Park has paid 
approximately half of what it owes for the sewer services it receives. If this trend of non-payment 
continues, by the end of FY 2023, this arrearage will top $48 million. 
 
To make up for this deficiency, GLWA has allocated more than $10 million of Highland Park’s 
current arrearages to the Oakland-Macomb Interceptor Drain Drainage District. For FY 2023 
charges, the district is expected to pay an additional $1.4 million of Highland Park’s bill. 
 
This inequity cannot continue. It is patently unfair for the people living in the Oakland-Macomb 
Interceptor District to be asked to pick up Highland Park’s sewer tab. That’s why, as secretary for 
the district, I’m asking that you intervene on behalf of the drainage district to resolve this matter. 
I’m confident that your staff and Suzanne Coffey, GLWA’s Interim Chief Executive Officer, can 
find an equitable solution to this ongoing dilemma.

On January 14, 2022, HESCO, Inc (HESCO) discovered that one of the guide rails for Control 
Structure No. 6 (CS-6) sluice gate had failed causing the gate to separate from the bulkhead, 
ultimately damaging the actuator rod.  The failure of the guide rail appeared to be due to loose, 
missing or otherwise corroded bolts.  The gate was subsequently removed and repair parts 
have been ordered, with an expected delivery date of August 2022.  We note that this gate is 
not currently needed for flow control operations. 
 
Due to the similar age of the other control structures, we believed it was imperative to perform 
an emergency structural assessment of the other gates: CS-6, CS-7 and CS-8, as well as CS-
6.  NTH has previously done such assessments for the OMIDDD in the past and has extensive 
structural knowledge of all the gates.  As such, we requested NTH perform the structural 
inspection in conjunction with HESCO, who also performed general maintenance inspection of 
the mechanical gate components.  The structural inspection included manned entry into each 
control structure to structurally evaluate the sluice gate, bulkhead gate and ancillary 
components (including welds) by visually checking for material integrity (sectional loss) and 
overall structural soundness.  These inspections were ultimately performed in late January-
February 2022.  During these inspections, bolts on the gates were replaced/and/or tightened to 
ensure the sluice gate would remain in place and functional for the foreseeable future.  We 
anticipate complete replacement and/or refurbishment of gate components in early 2023 as 
part of an overall control structure upgrades project.   
 
NTH has generated the attached April 5, 2022 proposal, which details the cost for this effort.  
(Note: HESCO services were provided under their general maintenance contract).  An 
Engineering Work Order has been created to modify NTH’s existing contract #2603 to include 
the above services for a not-to-exceed amount of $10,022.  There are sufficient funds in the 
major maintenance reserves to cover these costs.  NTH is to prepared to begin immediately on 
these tasks.

Status of Emergency Contingency Plan for pumping during total power loss or other catastrophic 
system failure:   

• Mersino Dewatering is under contract for standby emergency bypass pumping.  

• The OMIDDD Project Team is currently finalizing design for an approach for keeping the 15 Mile 
Road bypass pumping arrangement (initially constructed in summer 2021) intact. Plans are now 
in place for the existing bypass piping remaining on site and being modified to below grade 
piping, pending final agreement with ITC.    

• Remaining items in the final emergency plan include punch-list and optimization steps for 
electrification, the modification of one manhole, modifications at the 15-Mile Road Site, and 
overall optimization of the Emergency Plan per above. 

 
Additional work being performed under Metco Maintenance Contract for NESPS: 

• Flow control operations related to OMID/MID/NIEA sewer repair and upgrade projects 
are ongoing. 

• Mechanical and Electrical corrective/preventative maintenance schedules continue. 
• Coordination between GLWA, MID, NESPS, and Pump/Electrical Upgrade Project has 

not affected station operations nor hindered performance or abilities to meet 
demands.  

• Wet well sediment inspection and barscreen cleaning are now quarterly tasks. The 
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next effort is scheduled for May 27, 2022.  Sediment level has plateaued and, in some 
cases, dropped. Based on the data and observations, the wet wells appear to be self-
regulating/cleaning, with the exception of long term accumulation of larger debris and 
cemented material which is not drawn into the pumps.  See graphs below.   

• Bar-screens have been monitored regularly over the past 2 years and cleaned of 
accumulated ragging as necessary.  A summary of water level data during this period 
summarizing water drops across the bar racks was conducted and is inconclusive.  In 
general, based on observation and recollection of those cleaning the ragging, the 
accumulation appears to have been decreasing since about summer 2020, when 
significant ragging was noted.  The bar racks will continue to be monitored for ragging 
and cleaned on a quarterly basis or if otherwise needed.  See below for water level 
drops across bar racks within the NESPS wet well.  

• The OMIDDD Project Team is continuing to review past wet well/bar screen data. This 
effort will be used in developing best practices maintaining overall de-ragging and 
sediment removal efforts.  Also, the team continues to research methods for using 

high pressure water onsite for bar screen cleaning.  National Liquid Blasting has now 
submitted a Proposal for a “Proof of Concept” approach to the cleaning methodology, 
and it is under review by the Team members in comparison to the current approach of 
periodic cleaning.  

• A NESPS Controls Workshop with the OMID team and GLWA has been scheduled. This 
workshop is designed around new operational parameters and control strategies.  

• NESPS Health and Safety Plan finalized.  
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Water level/sediment depth over time at the NESPS wet well 
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Overall Station Performance Report: 

• Sanitary Pumps #2 #4, #5, and #6 ready for duty. Total pump capacity equals 500-cfs  

• Sanitary Pump #2 VFD (Variable Frequency Drive) has been resolved (1) HVAC Fan Motor 
failure on two of the four Bard AC units corrected. All four (4) Bard AC units modified with new 
more robust motors.  (2) One of the three VFD cell cabinet exhaust blowers seized. Rotor has 
sent the exhaust blower out for re-build. The pump is back in regular rotation.  

• Sanitary Pump #6 exciter insulation resistance tested low during Preventative Maintenance 
checks. Rotor is looking into the cost benefit of addressing based upon service life expectancy. 
Currently performance is in line with normal operations.  

• Specific data logging software has been installed within the VFD drive PLC. Siemens maintains 
the ability to monitor VFD performance and fault/trip conditions. 

• Rotor integrated the existing Eaton Power Expert (Quality Power Monitoring Meter) located on 
the VFD Sanitary Pump #4 switchgear into the OMID SCADA system. We can now 
monitor/trend incoming DTE electrical power.  

• Sanitary Pump #1 remains out of service as part of the upgrade project. The Pump #1 
knife gate valve has been refurbished and installed. (see NESPS Rehab Report below)  

• Investigations are under way to repair/replace leaky mechanical seal on wet well 
dewatering pump. This has not impacted pump performance.  

• New transformer (T3) has been energized and tied to the existing switchgear. Station 
now in preferred “double-ended” status whereby T3 and T4 utility transformers are 
both under load conditions. 

• NEXGEN asset management in use.  

• Gas detection faults/alarms have been corrected. Protocols related to alarming have 
been modified by OMIDDD and in use.  

• NESPS HVAC system performing as designed. Minor tweaking on-going.  
• Bio Filter performance normal with no odor complaints or issues to report. 

Parameters checked daily and shared with Bio Aire on a weekly basis.
